2011, which says 62% of Kar-
nataka’s population lives in
villages, the chief minister
said that the government was
committed to creating basic
facilities in rural areas, even
while contnbuting to the de-
velopment of urban areas.
He made these remarks
after inaugurating Municipa-
lika-2023, the 17th Interna-
tional Conference and Exhi-
bition at the Palace Grounds
inthecity.

“Over and above this Rs
9,000 crore, the recent Cab-
inet meeting approved an
investment of Rs 1,900 crore
to create underground drain
(UGD) systems in 53 towns
and Rs400 crore tosetup sew-
age reatment plants (STPs),”
he said. .

According to official re-
cords, there are 347 towns
across Kamataka and most of
them lack basicinfrastructure.

ULBs get 32 000 cr for swachh matters

DEPUTY Chief Minister DK Shivaku-
mar said it has been decided in the cabi-
net meeting to allocate around Rs 2,000
crore for garbage disposal, cleanliness
and hygiene protection.

He said the local bodies will use the
funds to develop infrastructure for solid
waste management, sewage treatment,
water supply and upkeep of cleanliness.
“Local bodies must adhere to the Nation-
al Green Tribunal's guidelines to urban
local bodies on scientific disposal of
waste, sewage treatment and cleanli-
ness,” the DCM said and instructed the
urban local bodies to strictly monitor
the unsystematic disposal of construc-
tion waste, which was becoming a men-
ace in cities.

He was speaking after inaugurating
the exhibition of the 17th International
Municipal-23 Conference titled ‘Munici-
palika’, held at Palace Grounds on Tues-
day, in which 316 urban local body offi-
cialsfrom Karnatakaand representatives
of local bodies from other states partici-
pated to share the best practices for sus-
tainable development of municipalities.
Raising the issue of violation of build-
ing plans, the DCM said, “Some people

get permission to build one-storey build-
ing, but construct four-storey building.
Officials must identify such buildings.

AT the 3-day 17th International Conference
and Exhibition ‘Municipalika-2023" held at
Palace Grounds in the city, the Belagavi
City Corporation (BCC) and Chittapura
Town Municipal Corporation (CTMC) grab
visitors' attention with their initiative of
turning floral waste collected from temple,
dargah and markets into agarbattis (in-
cense sticks).

Sheetal Ramatheertha, senior health in-
spector, BCC, said that around 300 kilos of

floral waste is generated daily in the cor-

was inaugurated by Subash B Adi, former
Upalokayukta and chairperson of Nation-
al Green Tribunal four months ago. “The
floral waste that would usually end up in
landfills, was being collected separately,
and was reduced to powder. Along with
flower powder, wood gum and glycol are
used to make about 20,000 incense sticks,
daily,” he said.

The SHGs are being helped with raw ma-
terials like flower powder to make the
agarbatti, added the official. He further
stated that it cost about Rs 2 lakh for BCC
to install a grinding machine, agarbatti

“Water is precious and all
ULBs must take great care to
ensureitsjudicious usage.”
Admitting that there is no
audit of digging borewells
across Karnataka, the DCM
said, “If we were tokeep track
of borewells, we must charge
at least Rs 50 for digging each.
At the same time, citizens
mustnotthink thisisyetanot-
her government plan to col-

_lect money from the public. A

nominal charge of Rs 50 do-
esn't bring great revenue to
the exchequer, but it would
certainly help in regulating
the number of borewells and

whether they are used for do-
mestic, agriculture or com-
mercial usage.”

Revealing that more and
more people are migrating to
urban centres, Shivakumar
said, “Today, Karnataka has
a population of 7 crore, 40%
of which is in urban centres.
AndBengaluru's has crossed
1.4 crore. It is high time we
thought why an increasing
number of people are migra-
ting to urban centres. While
a litre of milk is sold at Rs 36
to Rs 40, a bottle of water is
beingsoldatRs20. Thisalone
should make us think to-
wards conserving water.”
